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Since their debut under the name Kodo at the Berlin Arts Festival in 1981, this group of drummers has played to audiences throughout
the world. The average year has Kodo touring overseas for 4 months touring in Japan for 4 months, and living and practicing on Sado
Island for 4 months. They also hold an annual Earth Celebration festival, gaining more playing experience with the world’s performers.
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
